
  

 

 

Election of Associate Procedural Members and 
Certificants Committee members Policy and 

Procedure 
 

Purpose and Scope 
This policy confirms the procedures and requirements involved in the election of Associate (Procedural and 

Advanced Procedural) Representatives onto the Associate Procedural Members and Certificants Committee 

(APMCC). It details who is eligible to be elected as an Associate (Procedural and Advanced Procedural) 

Representative and outlines the process for conducting APMCC elections. This policy applies to Associates 

(Procedural and Advanced Procedural) of the College and College staff responsible for managing the election 

process. The Terms of Reference for the Associate Procedural Members and Certificants Committee should be 

read in conjunction with this policy. 

1. Policy
